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INTERNATIONAL BALLET COMPETITION 
SLAVENSKA
July 1- 3, 2021 
    
REGULATIONS AND RULES

The competition is biennial. The competition is open to all ballet dancers until the age of 28. The Competition will have two rounds and appearances in both rounds are public.  

1.	COMPETING CATEGORIES

JUNIOR CATEGORY 
Male and female dancers until the age of 19 (on the date of the Competition the candidates must not be 19). Candidates in the JUNIOR category must prepare two variations from the classical ballet repertoire.

SENIOR CATEGORY
Male and female dancers between the age of 19 and 28 (on the date of the Competition the
candidates must not be over 28).
Candidates in the SENIOR category must prepare two variations or a pas de deux and one contemporary choreography, solo or a duet of their own choice, duration up to 3 minutes.


2. THE COURSE OF THE COMPETITION

The Competition will take place at the Croatian National Theatre in Zagreb.

3.	RECOMMENDATIONS FOR THE SELECTION OF THE COMPETITION 
PROGRAMME (FOR COMPETING CATEGORIES JUNIOR AND SENIOR):

· The variations and the pas de deux must be based on the original choreographies of the traditional ballet heritage (Fokin, Petipa, Ivanov, Lavrovsky et al.) with the possibility of selecting original renowned choreographers of the 20th century whose works are performed on world ballet stages;
· Respect technical and artistic demands of a certain choreography and personal abilities of the competitor;
· Dances from the Divertissement cannot be performed as part of the competition programme;
· Candidates in the Senior category perform as soloists or in a pair (pas de deux);
· In a pair (pas de deux) there can be non-competing partners 
· Partners who have not passed on into the second round of the Competition can perform in pairs (pas de deux);
· Candidates who perform as soloists (male and female) are allowed to use any of the variations from the recommended pas de deux.
 

NOTE:
a) Dancers in pairs can be in the same or different category, and they will be judged according to the category they have applied for.
b) In case one of the partners did not pass on to the second round, that candidate has the right to proceed as a non-competing partner.

4. 	THE COMPETITION PROGRAMME

Candidates in the Junior category in every round dance one prepared variation.

Candidates in the Senior category perform two variations or a pas de deux in the first round. In the second round candidates perform their contemporary choreography.

5. Competitors must have their own costumes. Both rounds of the competition take place under working light. 

6. The competitors can perform to a recording or live piano music. Contemporary choreographies can have the accompaniment of other instruments. Candidates are responsible for securing their accompanists. The music recordings must be of good quality and brought by the competitors to the Competition (2 copies). The competitors must cover all royalties/copyright for music accompaniment and choreography. 

7. The order of rehearsals and appearances will be determined in alphabetical order. 

8. THE JURY:
The Jury will consist of an odd number of internationally acclaimed ballet experts who will judge the candidates by points. The Jury must work in accordance with the Regulations that are prepared by the Organisational Committee. The decisions of the Jury are final and cannot be altered.  

9. PRIZES: 
The candidates will be judged for their technical merits, musicality, style and expression. 

The candidates who successfully complete their participation in their categories will receive: 
i. the first prize for 95-100 points
ii. the second prize for 90 – 94,99 points 
iii. the third prize for 85 – 89,99 points. 

All the participants will be awarded a diploma and the Jury can decide to grant special awards. 
The Jury can award a GRAND PRIX MIA CORAK SLAVENSKA to a male or female dancer or a pair.
The Jury can award other acknowledgments that they find appropriate: 
· Special acknowledgment for technical merit– regardless of the category; 
· Special acknowledgment for artistic impression – regardless of the category;
· Special award CARLOTTA GRISI (until the age of 18) for the most talented young dancer;
· Special grants for summer schools to certain awarded competitors;
· Special acknowledgment for non-competing partners;
· In a desire to initiate the creation of new choreographies, the Jury can award prizes or acknowledgements for contemporary choreographies made especially for this competition. 
The Jury can also decide not to award some of the prizes.

10. The Gala concert of the laureates is a part of the Competition and the President of the Jury in coordination with the Organisational Committee will select the programme. For the Gala Concert lighting will be designed for certain numbers. All competitors must be present at the Gala Concert in their costumes.

11. All candidates with their partners and companions shall register for the Competition upon their arrival in Zagreb. Travelling expenses are covered by the candidates. The Organiser will cover accommodation expenses for competitors only. All the accompanying staff has to cover their own accommodation expenses in Zagreb for the duration of the Competition. All competitors must have health insurance. 
 
12. Only the organizers have the right to agree to TV broadcasting, video-recording or photographing. This applies to the entire duration of the Competition and the Gala Concert. The dancers waive all performance rights and understand that no royalties will be paid for their participation in the Gala Concert.
